	SOP Animal Transfers


I. Policy Statement 
This policy addresses requirements for transporting animals to CMRC, moving them within the RSF and barrier facilities and shipping them out of CMRC (off campus) to other facilities.

A. Imported/Purchased Animals

Imported animals, including avian embryos, are those obtained from facilities or sources outside of CMRC. A PI must have an approved IACUC protocol or notification of use of avian embryos for all animal orders.  The Director, RSF or designee processes and approves all purchases and imports. A Principal Investigator (PI) may not submit an order directly to vendors for any vertebrate species including chicken embryos. 

B. Internal Animal Transfers

An internal transfer is the transfer of animals from one room of the RSF to another room, or a transfer from one PI to another PI. Permission and approval from the IACUC and Director, RSF and/or Attending Veterinarian (AV) or designee(s) is required for all internal transfers of animals between rooms in CMRC. This includes movement of animals between facilities and laboratories at CMRC. PIs must have IACUC approval and provide verification that multiple survival surgeries have not been performed in order to transfer animals to another PI or between projects. 

C. Exporting Animals

This refers to animals exported outside of CMRC. 

1. Facilities without IACUC Reciprocal Agreements: Exports (shipments) of animals to another Institution where there is no reciprocal agreement with the CMRC IACUC requires an approved CMRC IACUC addendum (Form 200) to ship the animals. The Form 200 must state the name of the facility, PI name and IACUC approval documents. The CMRC IACUC Office will contact the receiving Institution to obtain the Semi-Annual Facility Inspection report of the facility/location where the animals will be housed and used. The Director, RSF and/or designee handles all shipments of animals per RSF requirements. 

2. Facilities with Reciprocal Agreements:  Currently the CMRC IACUC does not have reciprocal agreements with any institution. 
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
