Thelllinois Department of Nuclear Safety (IDNS) has adopted regulations with standards to protect you from
hazards associated with radioactive materials and radiation emitting machines that arelicensed or registered
by IDNS. In particular,thefollowing informationis availableforyourreview:
321ll.Adm.Code 340: Standards for Protection Against Radiation
321ll.Adm.Code 400: Notices, Instructions and Reports to Workers; Inspections
Any otherdocuments youremployer must provide, as noted below
Thesemay befound atthefollowinglocation:

YOUREMPLOYER'SRESPONSIBILITY

Youremployerisrequiredto:

1. Complywith allapplicableregulations and theconditions
ofthelicenseorregistration.

2. Post or otherwise make available to you a copy of the
regulations, licenses, registration certificates and oper-
ating procedures that apply to work in which you are
engaged,and explaintheprovisionstoyou.

YOURRESPONSIBILITYASAWORKER

Youshould:

1. Know the provisions of the IDNS regulations, the pre-
cautions,theoperating procedures and theemergency
proceduresthatapplytoyourwork.

2. Observetheprovisions foryour own protection and for
theprotection of your co-workers.

3. Report unsafe working conditions or violations of the
licenseorregistration conditions orregulationsto IDNS.

MEDICAL FACILITIESONLY

Unless exempted by regulation,you mustbeaccredited by
IDNSin medical radiationtechnologyifyouapplyionizing
radiation to human beings. Institutions licensed and/or
registered by IDNS are required by law to employ as
technologists only those personswho haveappro-priate
credentialsin medical radiationtechnology.

INQUIRIES

REPORTSONYOUR
OCCUPATIONAL RADIATION DOSEHISTORY

1.The IDNS regulations establish occupational limits for
radiation doseand for concentrations of radioactive ma-
terial in air and water. The regulations require your
employertogiveyouawrittenreportifyoureceiveadose
in excess of any applicable limit. The limits on your
occupationaldosearein 32lllinois Administrative Code
340.210, 340.270 and 340.280. While these are the
maximum allowablelimits,youremployerisrequiredto
take stepsto keep yourradiation dose as far below the
limitsasisreasonably achievable.

2. If the regulationsrequire your employer to monitoryour
occupationalradiation dose:

a. Youremployer mustadviseyou ofyouroccupational
radiationdoseeachyear,and

b. Upon termination of employment, youremployer must
give you a writtenreport of your dose ifyou request
it.

INSPECTIONS

Alllicensed orregistered activities aresubjecttoinspection
bythelllinois Department of Nuclear Safety.
